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Abstract

The main and only mission of the clock bell of the Cathedral of Las Palmas was to emit the corresponding acoustic signals that announced the passing of the
hours. Along with these, also served to soundly manifest the good events or news of the Canarian church itself, especially the promotion of its prelates and
ecclesiastical dignities. These sounds were achieved by “throwing” or “releasing” the weights of the clock, causing its bell to ring continuously, thereby
accompanying the festive ringing of the rest of the bells of the cathedral temple, played by the bell ringer.
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
